This presentation is staged with colorful sets, props, period costumes and a full array of digitally controlled theater lights. The show includes a cameo appearance by Harry and Clyde — Abraham's two favorite camels.

Dr. Alan Niquette, director of Dramatic Difference Ministries, acquired his doctor of ministry degree from Western Seminary, Portland, Ore., in 1987.  He also holds degrees from Biola University and Talbot Seminary, La Mirada, California. 

In 1991, after seeing a need for creativity in presenting biblical truth, Niquette, formerly a pastor for nearly 20 years, founded Dramatic Difference Ministries, Inc., to research, develop and produce a variety of innovative programs, including training seminars, workshops, and dramatic productions.
