Act Two takes place in the days of Nero, Caesar of Rome.  The setting is the home of an dying Roman soldier.  The old man has a confession to make, and refuses to speak to anyone but a certain disciple of Jesus.  His grieving daughter has sent a servant to find him.  The dying man’s aged comrade,  pleads with him to keep silent.  There is a shocking confession and a surprising response.  

Niquette says, “This play is filled with surprises right up to the very last moment.  The production culminates in a finale of music and special effects certain to raise glorious goose bumps on the toughest hide.”  

Niquette, director of Dramatic Difference Ministries (DDM), acquired his doctor of ministry degree from Western Seminary, Portland, Ore., in 1987.  He also holds degrees from Biola University and Talbot Seminary, La Mirada, California.

In 1991, after seeing a need for creativity in the local church, Niquette, formerly a pastor for nearly 20 years, founded Dramatic Difference Ministries, Inc., to research, develop and produce a variety of innovative programs, including training seminars, workshops, and dramatic productions.  

 
Since the debut of their first two productions, King of Glory and He Makes Me Laugh, Alan and Beth Niquette, have traveled across the United States, performing various dramas and variety shows, teaching seminars on creative communication, providing pulpit supply for churches and conducting numerous retreats.
