Beth has dual rolls as Milly in the contemporary comedy of Act One, and as Elizabeth, wife of Zacharias, and mother of John the Baptist in Acts Two and Three.

Dr. Alan Niquette, president of Dramatic Difference Ministries, acquired his Doctor of  Ministry degree from Western Seminary, Portland, Ore. in 1987.  He also holds degrees from Biola University and Talbot Seminary, La Mirada, Calif.


In 1991, after seeing a need for creativity in presenting the stories of the Bible, Niquette, formerly a pastor for nearly 20 years, founded Dramatic Difference Ministries, Inc., to research, develop and produce a variety of innovative programs, including drama productions, training seminars, and workshops.

Since the debut of the drama, He Makes Me Laugh, in the summer of 1992, Niquette has written and produced six additional feature dramatic presentations which have been performed at churches, schools, family camps and conferences across seven western states.   Each Drama is filled with humor, music and surprises.  

The Niquette family travels most weekends, performing drama, teaching seminars on creative communication, providing innovative pulpit supply for churches, and conducting numerous retreats and family camps during the summer month.  In addition to performing a variety of characters on stage, each member of the Niquette family have a number of other responsibilities including stage settings, lighting and sound reinforcement.  Their family goal, according to Dr. Niquette, is “to provide maximum stage productions, an authentic theater experience, with a minimum crew.”
